New beers on tap in The Crescent Moon....

* Mountain Standard Double Black IPA makes a return If you haven't had this very popular
roasty IPA you must give it a try. 9.5% 55 IBU's

* Empryean Mango IPA is a recipe from Lincoln home brewer Jason Mclaughlin, winner of the
Nov. 2011 Beer Quest competition. It is full of tropical aromas, it's flavor is citrusy hops and
mango, followed by a biscuit center and a big bitter-citrus finish. 8% 86 IBU's (also on cask
right now)

*  Widmer Brothers Brrr Seasonal Ale Not too hoppy with candy sweetness and a velvety
finish. 7.2% 50 IBU's

* Madhouse Brewing Co. of Newton, lowa- Hopburst IPA has a maltly base balanced with
huge additions of a unique hop blend added late in the boil suring the brewing process achieving
tons of hop flavor and aroma.7.2% 55 IBU's

* Rogue Mogul Madness Ale has intense flavors of citrus hops, and complex notes of nuts,
berries and mocha. 6.6% 68 IBU's

* Tall Grass Velvet Rooster is a Belgian-Style Tripel. It's taste is clean and crisp, eith subtle fruit
notes and a touch of candy like sweetness. 8.5%

New beers on tap in Max and Joe's...

* Opvila Abbey Quad is the fourth one in this series brewed by Sierra Nevada in collaboration
with the monks at the Abbey of New Clairvaux in Vina, CA. It is a silky ale is rich, mahogany
brown in color with a velvety malt aroma, spiked with hints of dried cherry, fig, raisin, and
plum notes. A full and creamy body offers layers of flavor including a perfume-like
maltiness.10.4%

* Peche Mel Scaldis is a deliciously drinkable, unique mix of fruit beer and ale pouring a deep
russet color with big taste, and an out-of-this-world heady aroma of peach. Brewed by the
Dubuisson Brewery in Belgium Peche Mel’s Belgian yeast gives it a slight peppery kick and
keeps it from being overly sweet. The ale has just enough bitter and a touch of sour to stand up
to the sweet fruity flavors from the peach juice. Rounding it out are grapefruit flavors on a
surprisingly dry finish. 8.5%
